Watercolour is far older than painting in oils. The tech-
nigue was known and used in ancient times by the
artists of Egypt, Greece, China and Japan. In pre-revolu-
tionary Russia it was considered bon ton to possess
one's own collection of watercolours. Watercolour por-
traits were traditionally commissioned by members of
the imperial family, society beauties, ministers, diplo-
mats and indeed anyone with a degree of wealth,

In the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries this
method of painting became tremendously popular. A
special role in its development was played by artists of
the Mir Iskusstva (World of Art) association, from which
the founders of the Imperial Society of Russian Water
colorists came. Many well-known figures worked in the
technique: including Albert Benois. Leon Bakst, Kon-
stantin Somov and Mikhail Vrubel. “Bakst, Benois and
the Impressionists are the people from whom | learn.”
Misha Lenn remarks.

Watercolour is considered one of the most technically
difficult methods of painting: one careless brushstroke
can ruin a whole painting as you cannot cover it up with
another layer of paint. But for lyrical tenderness and a
special translucency watercolour is unequalled. It pre
cisely conveys the poetic mood of the artist, the sub
tlest states of the natural world: the dampness of air,
freshness of the first foliage and scent of wild flowers
The paintings of Mikhail Lenn, a St Petersburg artist
now living in Boston, stand apart from classical water
colours. The density of the colour and dynamism of the
lines encourage contemplation and a detached percep-
tion of reality. This artist has a flying line that is firm, yet
at the same time exceptionally refined. Colour in his
paintings is a combination of dark and light blue with
gold breaking through or a transparent rain emerging.

for music festivals, fashion shows and dance competi
tions. At the same time he was holding one-man exhibi-
tions abroad. In 1990 Misha emigrated to the USA,
where he began working in the field of fashion design
for Donna Karan and Calvin Cline, and also as a graph-
ic designer and watercolour artist.

Today Mikhail Lenn paints tango dancers, the Manhat
tan public, urban landscapes, society beauties and
dandies. He does magazine illustrations, decorates
boxes of Godiva hand-made Belgian chocolates and
produces posters for American jazz festivals. Interest-
ingly. when the artist was making his Tango serles, he
took lessons from the great maestro of that passionate
dance Pablo Verona. He has played music from child-
hood and transferred that love into his visual work: in-
serted musical notes have become a distinctive feature
of the artist’s work.

Images of women are often key in his watercolours, He
rejects the use of models in principle. The image arises
in his head and, as the artist himself puts it, quite
quickly pours over into the painting.

Works by Misha Lenn are regularly included in the Best
Watercolors annual produced in the US by Rockport
Publishers. They can be found in the collections of
Mikhail Gorbachev, the first president of the Soviet
Union, the cellist Mstislav Rostropovich, the Canadian
jazz-singer Diana Krall, the musician Dave Brubeck, the
actor John Malkovich, the couturier Vyacheslav Zaitsev
and other prominent people, In 2005 an authoritative
jury declared Misha Lenn America’s best water-
colourist

Now the works of this famous artist are to be exhibited
in the atrium of the Eliseev Palace Hotel. One of them
specially created for the Taleon Ciub, superbly conveys
